PATIO DOOR SCREEN:

e Turn the adjusting screws until all four rollers are protruding from the
frame approx. ¥4".

e Start by installing the screen in the center of the patio door. Slip the top
of the door up into the upper channel and push in the bottom.

e Don't force the lower rollers onto the bottom track. Use a flat
screwdriver to gently pry them over and onto their track.

e Then adjust the lower rollers by turning the screws in or backing them
out to raise or lower the door. Adjust until the door slides easily on the
track.
